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Course description: 
Enables candidates to acquire a basic ability to communicate with Deaf people using Sign Language. It also aims to provide information about Deaf People, the Deaf Community and Deaf Culture. It is aimed at those who have either little or no Sign Language skills and are seeking formal qualifications for employment etc. 

The course will only run for 31weeks costing £275, starting in August 2010.
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By the end of the course students should be able to: 
- conduct a basic conversation with a deaf person using British Sign Language (BSL)
- Identify and use simple, commonly used expressions, question forms and conventions associated with BSL.
- Request and provide information appropriate to the context.
- Articulate the language clearly enough so that a sympathetic user of British Sign Language (BSL) would understand the candidate questions and contributions.
